Astronomy News – 100 Years Ago 
1919 
February 1919 Arthur Eddington an English astronomer departed on his expedition 
to the island of Principe (off the west coast of Africa). Eddington’s enthusiasm and 
promotion of the work in the Royal Astronomical Society in 1917 pushed him to be 
granted permission to test the theory of bending light “out in the field”.  The eclipse on 
May 29th, 1919 was chosen at the time the sun would be right in front of a prominent 
group of stars known as the Hyades.  Positions of star images within the field near the 
sun were used to verify Albert Einstein's prediction of the bending of light around the 
sun from his general theory of relativity.

Note: Arthur Eddington was knighted in 1930. 
That is when he became Sir Arthur Eddington.
